Isreal Incentive

Day 1

Upon arrival to Ben Gurion Airport, meet our Representative and proceed along the
coastal plain to Caesarea, capital of Judea under the Romans. See the excavations
of the Crusader city and the Roman port, aqueduct and the amphitheatre.

Continue north and begin your tour of Haifa with a breathtaking panoramic view of
Haifa Bay and the Western Galilee from the summit of Mount Carmel. Visit the
golden-domed Bahai Temple and its exotic gardens. After lunch, Continue to Acre,
the ancient Port City and capital of the Crusaders; see its halls and the Crypt of St
John.

Dinner & Overnight in Tel Aviv

Day 2

On the way to Jerusalem, stop at Latrun to visit the miniature park "Mini Israel".
Drive to Jerusalem and begin the tour at the Hass Promenade for a fantastic
panoramic view of the city. Proceed to the New City, view of the Knesset (Israel’s
Parliament Building) and the architectural splendor of Israel’s Supreme Court
Building. Visit Yad Vashem. Walk through the Museum, the Children's Hall,
the Memorial Hall and view the recently constructed Memorial to the
Deportees. Continue the visit by descending to the Valley of the Communities.
After lunch, visit the Israel Museum and The Shrine of the Book, where you will
be able to view the Dead Sea Scrolls.

Dinner & Overnight in Jerusalem

Day 3

Drive to Mt. Scopus for a panoramic view of the Old and New Jerusalem. Continue
to Mt. Olives, Church of Ascension and walk to Gethsemane to visit the
Church of All Nations. Continue to the Valley of Josaphet, Damascus gate,
Bethesda pool, Church of St. Anne. Walk the Via Dolorosa ending at the Holy
Sepulchre. Afterwards, walk to the Western Wall and view the Temple Mount
with the Dome of the Rock. Continue to David's tomb; visit the room of the Last
Supper and then the Dormition Abbey. After lunch, in the early afternoon drive to
Bethlehem to visit the Church of the Nativity.

Dinner & Overnight in Jerusalem

Day 4

Drive through the moonscape Judean Desert. Down to the Dead Sea, the lowest
point on earth (almost 400 meters below sea level). Visit the Qumran Caves where
the Dead Sea Scrolls were discovered. Continue along the shores of the Dead Sea to
Massada. Ascend by cable car to the top of the mountain and marvel King Herod’s
desert fortress-palace and the last stronghold of the Jewish Zealots against Roman
domination in 73 CE. After lunch and time permitting, you may float effortlessly in
the Dead Sea. Return to your hotel in Jerusalem
